Los estudiantes son examinados
en Letrasy Artes delaLengua Inglesa (English Language Arts) (100 a 110 grado),
Lectura (Reading) (3er a 90 grado), Mateméticas (Mathematics) (3er a 110 grado),
Redaccion (Writing) (4o y 70 grado), Ciencias Naturales (Science) (50, 8o, 100 y

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School Accountability Rating

School accountability ratings are based on the percent of students passing
the TAKS, high school completion rate, and the annual dropout rate. Standards
for TAKS, completion rates, and dropout rates must be met for all students
aswell asfor student groups (African American, Hispanic, White, and
Economically Disadvantaged).

Gold Performance Acknowledgment (GPA): Some schools may also
qualify for GPAsfor high performance on Advanced Course/Dual Enrollment,
AP/IB, Attendance, Commended Performance on TAKS, Comparable
Improvement, SAT/ACT, Recommended High School Program, or Texas
Success Initiative.

Paired Schools: Schools that report enrollment but do not have gradesin
which the TAKS test is given (such as K-2 schools) are paired with schools
with which they have a"feeder" relationship to determine accountability
ratings.

TAKS Met 2008 Standard: The TAKS (Texas Assessment of Knowledge
and Skills) is a comprehensive testing program for public school students
in grades 3 through 11. TAKS measures the extent to which a student has
learned, understood, and is able to apply the important concepts and skills
expected at each tested grade level. Students are assessed in English Language
Arts (ELA) (grades 10 & 11), reading (grades 3-9), mathematics (grades 3-
11), writing (grades 4 & 7), science (grades5, 8, 10 & 11), and social studies
(grades 8, 10 & 11). Results shown include only the performance of those
students who were enrolled at the campus by the last Friday in October.
Results are summed across grades for al grades tested at the school. Results
for the TAKS (Accommodated) are included for science, social studies, and
all grade 11 subjects.

TAKS Progress Measure: This measure is shown only for Alternative
Education Campuses (AEC) rated under Alternative Education Accountability
(AEA) procedures. The TAKS progress measure is based on the number of
tests taken. It sums performance results across grades 3 through 12 and across
all subjectsto provide a single measure. Test results that meet the TAKS
passing standard or have a Texas Growth Index (TGI) greater than zero, and
exit-level TAK S retest results are included in this measure.

Students Not Tested Due to Exemptions: The report shows the percent of
students who were exempted on every test because he or she received a
Limited-English Proficiency (LEP) exemption and took only the Texas
English Language Proficiency Assessment System (TELPAS) test.

Progress of Prior Year TAK S Failers: This measure shows the percent of
students who failed the TAKS in the previous year but passed in the current
year.

Student Success | nitiative (SSI): Studentsin grade 3 must pass the reading
TAKS in order to be promoted to grade 4, and studentsin grades 5 and 8
must pass both the reading and mathematics TAKS in order to be promoted
to grades 6 and 9, respectively. Students are given three opportunities to pass
each test. Depending on the school, up to four measures are shown: 1)
Sudents Requiring Accelerated Instruction: For each subject and grade, this
shows the percent of students who did not pass the first administration of
the TAKS. Studentswho did not pass the first administration must be provided
accelerated instruction in preparation for the second administration.

Myrtle Cooper Elementary School currently educates more than 679 students from Early Childhood Education through sixth grade on a year-round
calendar. School begins in July and students break for intersession (vacation) in September and March. Studies show that students retain more instruction
with these shorter vacations. Myrtle Cooper’s scores on state-mandated tests for grades three to six have improved since the implementation of year-round
education.

Myrtle Cooper School offers a variety of programs. Special Education programs include PPCD (Pre-school Program for Children with Disabilities),
and Self-Contained Academic classes for students as young as three years. Class Within a Class (CWC) classes help identified students improve their
academic skills. The Bilingual Program serves students who enter school speaking a language other than English. This program begins at the four year
old level and continues through sixth grade. Campus bilingual teachers serve a student population that is 89% Hispanic.

Myrtle Cooper School’s Tech Pilot Program offers students at all levels instruction in technology, writing, computer literacy, e-mail, and Internet
access. Both computer labs and the Media Center offer computer access during and after the regular school day. All classrooms have computers and are
wired for Internet access. Myrtle Cooper students design and maintain the school’s Internet web site, and multimedia equipment is available for use by
students and faculty.

The Media Center provides students with access to any book in the Socorro 1.S.D. system, and provides teachers with multimedia equipment and
resources. Class schedules include regular use of the Media Center. The Accelerated Reading Program has been implemented resulting in a dramatic
increase in the number of books checked out by students.

The Gifted and Talented Program identifies eligible students and provides them with challenging and enriching activities during specified times
each school day and during intersession periods. Students are provided with a differentiated curriculum in their regular classes as well as a weekly pull-
out program. Students produce and videotape television shows, maintain the school web-site, provide community services, and network with other school
districts. The campus offers several intersession programs when students are not in session. Tutoring classes are available for students who need extra
reinforcement. The Adelante Program offers bilingual PK and Kindergarten students 120 hours of academic instruction to reinforce language and academic
skills. The Y.M.C.A. offers mini-camps and daycare during intersession as well as after school throughout the year. A uniform policy has been adopted
by Myrtle Cooper teachers and parents. All students are required to wear the uniform, and many teachers have opted to wear the uniform as well.

La escuela Myrtle Cooper educa actualmente a mas que 679 estudiantes de pre-escolar hasta el sexto afio en un calendario continuo. Las clases
empiezan en julio y los alumnos asisten a clases durante tres meses y toman semanas de intermedio (vacacion) en septiembre y marzo. Los estudios
muestran que los estudiantes retienen mas de la instruccién con periodos cortos de vacaciones. Las calificaciones en los examenes obligatorios del estado
de los grados de tercero a sexto se han mejorado en nuestra escuela desde que se implemento el sistema del calendario continuo.

La escuela Myrtle Cooper ofrece una multitud de programas. Los programas de Educacion Especial incluyen clases de PPCD para nifios con
desabilidades y clases Auto Contenidas Academicas para nifios de tres a diez afios. Las clases “Class Within a Class (CWC)” ayudan a los estudiantes
que requieren remediacion academica. El Programa Biligue de Cooper se inicia con estudantes de cuatro afios de edad y emplea a maestros certificados
en la educacién bilingue que utilizan un plan de estudios en los dos idiomas.

El Programa Tech Pilot ofrece a todos los estudiantes de todos niveles instruccion en technologia, escritura aprendizaje de computadoras, e-mail, e
acceso al Internet. Los dos laboratorios de computadoras y el Centro Multimedia ofrece acceso a las computadoras durante el curso del dia escolar y
durante el periodo vacacional. Todos los salones cuentan con una computadora con acceso al Internet e al e-mail. Los estudiantes de Cooper disefiaron
y mantienen su propia hoja de Internet, y todo equipo es disponible para el uso de estudiantes y maestros.

El Centro Multimedia proporciona a los estudiantes acceso a cualquier libro en el sistema de bibliotecas del distrito de Socorro. Proveé ademas
acceso al equipo de comunicaciones multiples para las actividades docentes. Las clases programadas incluyen el uso regular de estos servicios. EIl Programa
de Accelerated Reading ha sido implementado con resultados dramaticos en el aumento del numero de libros que leen los estudiantes. El programa para
nifios Dotados y Talentosos identifica a estudiantes que pueden ser elegibles y les proporciona actividades enriquecedoras durante tiempos especificos
de cada dia de clases y durante el periodo vacacional. A los estudiantes se les proveé con un plan de estudios diferentes al de sus clases regulares y un
programa especial una vez por semana. Los alumnos producen programas de televisién, mantienen paginas para el Internet y planean e implementan
actividades de servicio para la comunidad. Tambien concursan en el Internet en concursos de disefio.
